military base until 1989. When the island finally 
opened to tourism, Vis retained the impression of 
wild, untouched beauty that captivated those looking 
to get off the beaten track.

After stopping for a 
swim in the crystal-clear Adriatic, we arrive in the 
town of Mali Lošinj, which boasts one of

Departure after breakfast and a stop to swim in one 
of the quiet bays. Enjoy the incredibly clean sea.
